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The Boise School Volunteers is a District program that coordinates the recruitment, training, and

placement of volunteers in the Boise schools.

Volunteers are expected to abide by the District's policies, procedures, values, strategic plan, and
their respective school's goals and objectives to maintain a safe and educationally appropriate

environment for students.

All volunteers are required to sign a log-in sheet and wear a temporary identification badge when

they are on District property.
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
