The intent is not for
students to decide on a specific occupation
for the rest of their lives, but to have them
choose a Career Cluster into which they can
begin to direct their energies. Students will
be able to move between clusters as their
interests develop or change.
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Each cluster area is designed to improve
communication skills, academic success,
and thinking skills. Personalized education
plans and reliable assessment measures are
key components.

a) Submit scores received on the ACT or SAT and/or other standardized diagnostic tests as
determined by the institution. Applicants who have reached the age of 21 may be exempt
(check with admission office). b) Graduate from an accredited high school with a minimum
cumulative grade point average (check with admission office) and complete specified high
school curses with a 2.0 grade point average.

Composition, Literature, or courses which integrate components of Composition, Literature,
and Language.

A minimum of six (6) credits, including Applied Math | or Algebra I; Geometry or
Applied Math Il or 111; and Algebra 1. A total of 8 credits are strongly recommended.
Other courses may include: Probability, Discrete Math, Analytic Geometry, Calculus,
Statistics, and Trigonometry. Four (4) of the required mathematic credits must be taken
in the 10th, 11th and 12th grades.

American Government (state and local), Geography, U.S. History, World History, Economics
(Consumer Ecomonics if it includes components as recommended by the State Department of
Education), Psychology, and Sociology.

Anatomy, Biology, Chemistry, Earth Science, Geology, Physiology, Physics, Physical
Science, Zoology. A maximum of two (2) credits may be derived from professional technical
science courses and/or Applied Biology, and/or Applied Chemistry. Ecology will count if it
includes components recommended by the State Department of Education or the State
Division of Professional-Technical Education. At least two (2) credits much involve
laboratory science experience.

A laboratory science course is defined as one in which at least one (1) class period each week
is devoted to providing students the opportunity to manipulate equipment, materials or
specimens; to develop skills in observation and analysis; and to discover, demonstrate,
illustrate, or test scientific principles or concepts.

Literature, History, Philosophy, Fine Arts (if the course includes components recommended
by the State Department of Education, i.e., theory, history appreciation and evaluation), and
interdisciplinary humanities (related study of two or more of the traditional humanities
disciplines). History courses beyond those required for state high school graduation may be
counted.

Foreign language study is strongly recommended. Native American Languages may meet the
foreign language credit requirement.

Speech or Debate (no more than one (1) credit). Debate must be taught by a certified teacher.
Studio/Performing Arts (art, dance, drama, and music). Foreign Language (beyond any
foreign language credit applied in the Humanities/Foreign Language category). State Division
of Professional-Technical Education-approved classes (no more than two (2) credits) in
Agricultural Science and Technology, Business and Office Education, Health Occupations
Education, Consumer Sciences Education, Occupational Family and Consumer Sciences
Education, Technology Education, Marketing Education, Trade, Industrial, and Technical
Education, and Individualized Occupational Training.

Content: Students will gain knowledge and experience in prevention, recognition and treatment of athletic injuries. Health

professions such as medicine, physical therapy and emergency medical training will be explored. Students will be
required to participate with a maximum of 80 hours each semester as a student athletic trainer in the extra-curricular
programs. Transportation to interscholastic games will follow the Boise School District guidelines.

Content: Sport Medicine 3 is a one semester course in which students study topics learned in Sports Medicine 2 in more depth.

Attendance at regularly scheduled seminars and participation in practical application experience at a maximum of 80
hours each semester is required. Students who choose to be involved in the Physical Therapy Aide program are
introduced to the basic knowledge, skills and attitudes for success in the field of physical therapy at the aide level.
Content includes terminology, clerical, technical and therapeutic methods and the roles/responsibilities of each member
of the physical therapy team. Each student is required to spend a minimum of 40 hours of practical experience working
with a certified Physical Therapist. Student must provide own transportation. There is a $5 fee for a CPR card.
Students involved in the Personal Fitness program are given the opportunity through independent study to become ACE
certified as a personal trainer.

Home Technology Integration (HTI) 3139

Open to: 11,12 One Year Course Two Hour Block

Prerequisite: Electronics or Networking or Instructor Approval

Offered at:  Dehryl A. Dennis Professional-Technical Education Center, 8201 W. Victory Rd.

Credit: 4

Content: This course will focus on the installation process of the following subject components: home alarm installation,
irrigation systems, pool and hot tub control, home theater, electrical controls, and HVAC (heating, ventilation, and air
conditioning) controls, integration and troubleshooting of vendor-neutral automated home sub-systems: Home Security,
Audio/Video, Computer Networks, Electrical Wiring, HVAC (Heating/Air conditioning systems), Cable/Satellite,
Broadband, Telecommunication and Structured Wiring through hands-on activities and labs.

Precision Machining 1 3131 (Course may be transferable to college credit)
Open to: 10, 11, 12 One Year Course Two Hour Block {ﬁ
Prerequisite: Application ”
Credit: 4
Offered at:  Dehryl A. Dennis Professional-Technical Education Center, 8201 W. Victory Rd.
Content: This is a project-orientated lecture/lab program covering fundamental machine shop practices. The student will

develop skills involving measurement techniques, blueprint reading abilities, industrial math applications, computer
generation of 3D models, machine tool practices, and industrial safety. The student will use all the basic hand and
measuring tools, engine lathes, milling machines, drill presses, horizontal and vertical band saws. This course can be
taken for general interest or as the first step towards a career in the machine trades, engineering, industrial sales, or any
other segment within the manufacturing environment. Coveralls and safety glasses are required. $25 lab fees are a
projected cost.
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Precision Machining 2 3132 (Course may be transferable to college credit)

Open to: 11,12 One Year Course Two Hour Block /%
Prerequisite: Precision Machining 1, Instructor/Counselor Approval, and Application A

Content: This is an occupation-oriented program requiring the acquisition of knowledge and skills necessary to succeed within

the manufacturing environment. Theory subjects include shop math applications, basic metallurgy, cutting tools, screw
threads, machine tool practices, inspection procedures, geometric dimensioning and tolerancing, manual CNC
programming, and the use of industrial references. Advanced 3D assembly models are generated using SolidWorks.

Credit: 4
Offered at:  Dehryl A. Dennis Professional-Technical Education Center, 8201 W. Victory Rd.
Content: The primary emphasis during this course will be on CNC technology. Manual CNC programming subjects will include

cutter compensation techniques, use of programmable offsets, pallet applications, and fourth axis accessories. A heavy
emphasis will be placed on problem solving and troubleshooting. CNC program generation with CAM technology is
introduced using the GibbsCam system. Students will construct geometry and also import solids for post-processing.
Other theory applications include an introduction to carbide tooling, abrasives theory, statistical process controls, and
an overview of standard manufacturing processes. Students are introduced to the surface grinder in the lab. .

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Technology Education

Architectural Design 1623 (Course may be transferable to college credit) {X
Open to: 11,12 One Year Course
Prerequisite: Mechanical/Instructor Approval
Credit: 2
Content: Students interested in architecture interior design and landscaping are encouraged to enroll in this exciting course. The

focus will be residential and commercial structures, using state of the art software and equipment. Students will be
challenged to design and build 2D and 3D models of various assignments and compile a bill of materials. $10
materials fee is a projected cost and may be adjusted according to cost of materials.

Computer Aided Drafting/Design/Machining (C.A.D./C.A.M.) 1627  (Course may be transferable to college credit)

Content: Designed as a 2-semester course for students wanting to acquire skills used in the computer aided design and
manufacturing industry. Students will receive detailed instruction pertaining to the latest software, equipment and
materials used in industry. $10 materials fee is a projected cost and may be adjusted according to cost of materials.

Pre-Engineering: Introduction to Engineering Design 1630

Open to: 9,10 One Year Course

This course is an introduction to Civil Engineering and Architecture and will emphasize the following: History, the
influence and impact of architecture and the responsibilities of both fields including ethics and values. Students will be
introduced to the stakeholders and role players involved.

Anatomy and Physiology 1223 (Concurrent credit may be available) P
Open to: 11,12 One Year Course \X
Prerequisite: “B” or better in Biology, Chemistry, or Instructor Approval
Content: Students will study the cells, tissues, organs, and systems of the human body. Laboratory activities will include
dissections.
Biology 1221
Open to: 10, 11, 12 One Year Course
Prerequisite: Physical Science
Content: This course content is divided into four core areas, cellular structure and function, genetics, evolution and ecology, and

is taught from the perspective of the interdependence of organisms, thus preparing students for future environmental
courses. Emphasis on laboratory investigations encourages students to make observations not only in the classroom,
but also in the field. This course satisfies both district and state graduation requirements.

Biology (M) 7776
Open to: 10, 11, 12 One Year Course
Prerequisite: Instructor/Counselor Approval
Content: The course content covers the basic concepts of life on Earth. Students will study cells, the diversity of life on earth,

human anatomy and physiology, the inheritance of traits, and ecology. This course satisfies both district and state
graduation requirements.

Biology, Accelerated 1227
Open to: 9 One Year Course
Prerequisite: Physical Science and Acc Algebra I, and Instructor Approval
Content: The course content is divided into the four core areas; cellular structure and function, genetics, evolution and ecology.

Accelerated Biology is taught from the perspective of molecular biology and prepares students for the Advanced
Placement Biology course. This course satisfies both district and state graduation requirements.

Biology, Advanced Placement® 1229 (Course may be transferable to college credit) A
Open to: 11,12 One Year Course \X
Prerequisite: Chemistry, Instructors approval through the AP® admission process; Biology or Acc Biology highly recommended
Content: College or university level lecture and lab class. Course topics include those regularly covered in a first year biology

course for majors: molecules and cells, genetics and evolution and organisms and populations. The textbook is college
level and the laboratory activities are the equivalent of those done by college students. This course prepares students
for the AP® College Board examination in May. This course satisfies both district and state graduation requirements.

Chemistry 1233 (Concurrent credit may be available)
Open to: 10, 11, 12 One Year Course /%
Prerequisite: “B” or better in Algebra 1 QAL
Content: Students will study matter and the changes it undergoes, learning about: atomic theory, chemical bonding, chemical

reactions, intermolecular forces, and reaction thermodynamics. This course is strongly recommended for the college-
bound student.

Chemistry, Accelerated 1235
