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The Art Parents Program supports art instruction at Collister by having 
interested parent volunteers in the classrooms approximately every 2-3 weeks. 
Parents present information/lessons that are guided by the art curriculum.  
Emphasis is placed on the elements of art.  Teachers are present during the art 
lesson and assist in the presentation.  We are hoping to build this program and  
would like to have enough Art Parent volunteers to assist in each class.

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Regular and consistent attendance is necessary for successful school work. 
Each child is expected to be in attendance and on time each school day.  If 
your child is not going to be in school, please call 854-4650 between 8:00am 
and 9:30am or a message may be left on the answering machine any time.  If 
we don’t hear from you we will call you after 9:30am.  Please notify the school if 
your child has a communicable disease.  Serious illness for more than three 
school days should be certified by a medical doctor or the school nurse.  A pat-
tern of unexcused absences and/or tardies may result in a conference between 
school staff (i.e. teacher, counselor, or principal), the student and a parent/
guardian to consider further actions designed to solve the problem.  
 
A truancy is an absence without the consent of the student’s parents or guardi-
ans.  Parents will be asked to attend a conference with the principal or coun-
selor before the student may be re-admitted to school.  
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Bicycles are to be placed in the bike rack and locked to the rack.  The school 
cannot be responsible for lost or stolen bikes or other items.  For our students’ 
safety, bicycles are not to be ridden on the playground or sidewalks before, during 
or immediately after school.   
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Students eligible to ride the bus to and from school will be assigned spe-
cific bus stops and will be expected to be picked up and dropped off at 
their designated stops only.  Please ensure that any changes are cleared 
with the school office prior to pick-up/delivery.  We discourage students 
from changing or riding buses for social reasons.  Exceptions must be 
cleared with the school office in advance.  
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Good bus behavior is extremely important!  During the year most of our 
students will have the opportunity to ride a bus when they participate in a 
field trip.  The safety of all the students on the bus depends upon the abil-
ity of the driver to pay attention to driving and not having to attend to stu-
dent misbehavior.  Please review these rules with your son or daughter 
and reinforce the importance of following them.  We want our buses to be 
safe for our students—and others on our roads— and appreciate your as-
sistance!   
 1.  Follow driver’s directions.   2.  Stay seated, facing forward 3.  Keep 
hands and feet to self.    4.  Keep noise low.   5.  No eating or drinking on 
the bus.  Thank you.                   
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For the children’s safety Collister students are to remain on the school 
grounds once they arrive at school unless a parent or guardian notifies the 
teacher or office staff in writing, by phone or in person.�
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Sarah Dunn will be sharing counseling responsibilities between Collister 
and Pierce Park.  Ms. Dunn has many years of experience working with 
children and parents. She knows how challenging life can be and looks 
forward to being a resource to both students and parents.  Each week Ms. 
Dunn will present 30-minute classroom guidance lessons covering such 
topics as school success, conflict management, and substance abuse pre-
vention.  She will also provide the opportunity for students to be involved 
in small group counseling to help them process personal issues.  Short-
term individual counseling is available on a limited basis, but commu-
nity referrals/resources are always available to parents.  Please feel 
free to call for an appointment anytime to discuss your student or to 
look at the counseling curriculum.   

 

The Boise School District offers parent education classes during the 
school year.  Brochures will come home with your student each semester 
with information or contact Ms. Dunn at Collister for more information 
about course offerings, fee schedules and scholarships.   
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Training and emergency practice drills take place on a regular basis at Col-
lister Elementary.  The goal in any such emergency is to protect students, 
staff and visitors.  It is critical that we have current emergency contact infor-
mation for each child (i.e. change of address, phone numbers, employment 
information, alternate contact/baby-sitter, current physician/preferred hospi-
tal).  Please keep information updated.  In the event of a major emergency 
please do not call school.  Local media will keep parents/public informed.

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State law requires that first graders be six years of age before September 1 
of the entrance year.  Kindergarten students must be five years of age be-
fore September 1 of the entrance year.   
 
Birth certificates and immunization records are required of all new students 
entering the Boise School District.  Both must be presented when enrolling.   
Students will not be allowed to begin school without documentation of im-
munizations or a completed exemption form.  Copies of birth certificates 
may be obtained by contacting the Bureau of Health Policy and Vital Statis-
tics at P.O. Box 83720, Boise, ID  83720-0036 or go on-line at http://
www.healthandwelfare.idaho.gov 
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The Boise School District provides several alternative programs for students 
with behavioral and emotional difficulties.  One of the alternative programs 
is the EXCEL program. Collister is one of eleven schools in our district 
which provide a self-contained, small group classroom for students with pro-
nounced behavioral and emotional needs.  Students are provided with ad-
aptations and accommodations to overcome challenging behaviors which 
interfere with the learning process.  Our EXCEL students are truly learning 
to be the best!  Teachers or parents can refer students through their home 
school’s multi-disciplinary team (MDT) for observations, consultation, 
evaluation and support.  Entrance into the program is determined upon ap-
proval of a district MDT/IEP team.  For more information about the program 
contact Dena Scott at 854-4650 or Julie Solberg at 854-4000.   
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During the school year, the teachers at Collister Elementary will schedule 
field trips which will take the students on educational experiences away 
from the school.  Parents will be notified of these field trips as they are 
scheduled via a written notice sent home with the student.  This notifica-
tion will tell the nominal cost (if any) for each student as well as the place, 
date, and time of the field trip.  In addition, a signed Field Trip Permission 
Form must be on file at school before a child may attend a trip.  (Forms 
are provided at the beginning of each year or when a student registers.)  
Transportation is usually provided by First Student Bus Company  or by-
volunteer parents.  Parent/volunteer drivers must sign a form (located in 
the office) that indicates the driver has liability insurance on his/her private 
vehicle.  The district’s insurance company will only provide secondary cov-
erage after the first $150,000 per person and $300,000 per accident.  
Please also note guidelines for seat belts and air bags.  For our students’ 
safety as well as your protection, please make sure you and your vehicle 
are properly covered before volunteering to transport students.  For further 
information, please contact Principal Haggerty at 854-4650 
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Energy Express Cards (district debit cards) will be issued to every student 
enrolled at school.  Payments can be made before school in the cafeteria.  
We encourage pre-paying for a week or month.  We discourage the charg-
ing of meals, but will not allow any student to  go hungry.  Charges will be 
added to the child’s account and will be subtracted when future payments 
are made.  Applications and information about free and reduced lunch 
meals can be picked up in the kitchen or office at any time.  For further in-
formation contact our Kitchen Manager, Lorie Sargema at 854-4650.

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Elementary-level Highly Gifted Programs were first offered in the Boise 
School District in the 2002-2003 school year.  The program continues to ex-
pand with classrooms now located at Collister Elementary (grades 1-4) and 
Hillside Junior High School (grades 5, 6).  Qualifying students from the 
Treasure Valley (identified at the district-level) are placed at one of the two-
schools where HG teachers direct the learning activities of students whose 
programs includes intensive assessment, subject acceleration and individu-
alized programming.  For more information about the Highly Gifted program 
contact Principal Haggerty (Collister Principal) at 854-4650 or Rita Hoffman 
(District GATE Supervisor) at 854-4157.   
 
�
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The district requires all  visitors, including parents, volunteers, and substitute 
teachers to report to the office and obtain an identification badge and sign 
the visitor’s book located in the office area.  This is a School Board Policy 
and must be enforced.  

�
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During extremely cold or wet weather students will be allowed in the gym 
before school (between 8:15am until the 8:40am bell).  If the weather is cold 
or wet during recesses, the students will stay inside—usually in their class-
rooms.  We urge our students to arrive after 8:15 am and to dress for the 
weather!  School closure decisions are made by the superintendent by 6:15 
am and will be broadcast via local radio and television stations.  
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The State of Idaho requires that all children be immunized against diphthe-
ria, whopping cough, tetanus (DPT), polio, measles, rubella, Hepatitis B, 
and mumps.  Children will not be admitted in school without cer tifica-
tion of Immunization   or until medical documentation is presented stating 
that a child is protected because he or she had the disease or an exemption 
form has been completed.   

 
Immunizations can be given by your family doctor or by the Central District 
Health Department.  The clinic is located at 707 North Armstrong (off Emer-
ald, between Mitchell and Five Mile).  The hours are: Monday & Wednes-
day— 8:00am-7:00pm; Tuesday & Thursday—10:00am-5:00pm;  Friday— 
8:00am-4:00pm.  Fees for immunizations given by the Health Department 
are based on a sliding scale. For more information contact our school nurs-
ing staff at 854-4650 or the Central District Health Department at 327-7450. 
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Please do not send your child to school if she/he is ill.  If your child is injured 
we will administer simple first aid only.  If the injury is serious, you will be no-
tified.  If you cannot be located and medical attention is advised, your family 
doctor will be called and your child taken to your doctor or the emergency 
room of a hospital, unless you have instructions to the contrary.  If war-
ranted, we will call 911 for assistance.  It is extremely important that we have 
CURRENT home and work phone numbers and at least one emergency 
name and number on file.  
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ACCIDENT INSURANCE:  The school district does not  carry accident insurance 
for students.  Please make sure your child is adequately covered.  If you 
wish to take advantage of the limited coverage for accidents provided 
through the UnitedHealthcare Insurance Company, fill out the brochure of-
fered during the registration process for new students and available for re-
turning students at the beginning of the year and send the completed form 
directly to the company as directed. 

 

HEALTH  INSURANCE:  The Idaho Department of Health and Welfare offers to 
qualifying families low or no-cost health insurance under the Children’s 
Health Insurance Program (CHIP).  CHIPs is similar to Medicaid in terms of 
coverage but allows for higher income levels and two-parent families. 

 
Brochures regarding both programs are offered to returning families at the 
beginning of each school year and to new families at the time of registration.  
If you would like additional information please contact our school nursing 
staff at 854-4650, the UnitedHealthcare Health Insurance Company at 1-866-
313-4512 or the Idaho Department of Health and Welfare CHIPs office at 1-
800-926-2588. 
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All students attend the library weekly.  Students may check out books each 
week as long as they have returned their books from the previous week.  
During students’ regularly scheduled library time, the librarian reads stories, 
gives book talks, demonstrates library skills, provides students with web ad-
dresses that are safe and instructional, and helps students find and check 
out books.  The library is a fun, magical place where many special events 
happen over the course of the year.  Talk to your child about the library, talk 
to them about the books they bring home, and help them to remember their 
books on library day.  Students are responsible for the books that they check 
out and will have to pay for any damaged or lost books.  To learn more about 
our library, please check out our website (www.http://www.boiseschools.org/
schools/collister/library/index.html), or contact our librarian, Coleen Robbins, 
at 854-4650.  
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Lost and found items are placed in the “lost and found cupboard” located 
near the back door to the playground in the main hall.  Each month all stu-
dents are reminded to look in the cupboard and reclaim items that have 
been misplaced.  Any item with an identifying mark (name, initials, etc.) are 
returned to the owner.   After students have been reminded several times 
to check for their belongings, unclaimed items are donated to a charitable 
organization.  Parents are always welcome to check the cupboard for their 
children’s belongings.   
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If your child takes a prescription medication that needs to be given during 
the  school day, please contact the school nurse, secretary or principal to 
complete the necessary paperwork.  Prescription medications can only be 
given if they come to school in a correctly labeled prescription bottle.  They 
will not be accepted in baggies, envelopes, etc.  Please have an adult de-
liver the medication to school.  All changes in dosage must be accompa-
nied by a newly labeled bottle or letter from the doctor indicating the 
changes.  Nonprescription medications may be given only if the medica-
tions are in the original bottle with clear instructions from the parent/
guardian as to how they are to be administered (dosage, time, etc.).  All 
medications are stored in the office including cough drops which will be ad-
ministered to your child on an as needed basis.  If you have any questions, 
please contact our school nursing staff at 854-4650. 
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Please have your student keep cell phones at home unless arrangements 
have been made with the principal.  If Students do have cell phones, they 
must remain off during school hours. Please also ask your child to leave 
toys (including playground balls and recreational equipment), Gameboys, 
Walkman, cards (such as Pokeman), etc., at home. If your child wishes to 
ride a scooter or skateboard to school, we ask that he/she leave them in 
the bike corral which is locked during the day.  Storage inside the building 
for such items is impractical.  We also ask that invitations to parties be dis-
tributed outside of school and request the delivery of flowers, balloons, etc. 
be made to the home—not to school.  Thank you for helping us minimize 
disruptions.�
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The Multi-Disciplinary Team meets weekly and consists of the classroom 
teacher, principal, learning resource teacher, gifted/talented facilitator, 
speech language therapist, nurse, reading specialist, psychologist, social 
worker and other ancillary personnel.  The purpose of the team is to offer 
assistance to students who need special consideration.  A student may be 



referred to the MDT by the classroom teacher, parent/guardian, principal or 
by a self referral. 
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All students receive general music instruction twice weekly.  In grades 5 and 
6, students can also choose between participating in band or orchestra each 
day.   The band and orchestra teachers will provide information about instru-
ment rentals at the beginning of the year.  Students in grades 1-6 receive two 
half-hour sessions of vocal music each week and our kindergarten class re-
ceives two 20-minute sessions each week.  Our fourth, fifth and sixth grade 
students may also participate in our volunteer choir that meets twice weekly 
before school.  Our choir performs during one of our music programs, partici-
pates in the annual music festival and also presents several short perform-
ances within our community throughout the year (e.g. at nursing homes, the 
airport, or the mall during the holidays, etc.).  For more information, contact 
any of our music specialists at 854-4650. 
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Copies of the Eagle Edition will be sent home at least once a month with the 
students.  This year we will also be sending our email link so that each edi-
tion can be accessed electronically.  Our newsletter provides information 
about school and district events and also offers special recognition of stu-
dents, staff and other adults who make our school a special place.  If your 
child has a non-custodial parent who would like to receive copies of the 
newsletter, please let us know and we’ll be happy to include that parent on 
our mailing and/or email lists.

As a licensed clinical 
psychologist and school psychologist, Dr. Walters has worked with Collis-
ter students and staff for the last eight years.

comprehensive evaluations for special education and gifted and talented 
programs.  Dr. Walters also provides consultations to staff, parents, and 
students regarding emotional, behavioral and psychiatric issues. 
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All parents and guardians are encouraged to attend our monthly PTO 
meetings.
