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ATTENDANCE AND TARDY POLICY 
 
Regular attendance is very important.  It makes a child feel more a part of school and reduces 
confusion over assignments and behavior expectations.  We appreciate your efforts to schedule your 
vacations around our calendar.  Your child’s attendance at school is very important to their 
educational success.  If your child needs to be absent, please call Longfellow before 9:30 a.m.  This line is 
available 7 days a week, 24 hours a day for your convenience.  Procedures for using this line are: 
 
  1. Dial 854-5450 
  2. At the cue, leave the necessary information 
 
Students who arrive at school after the 8:45 tardy bell must check in at the office and get a tardy slip.  We 
ask parents to help students take responsibility for getting to school on time.  Students may have 
consequences for unexcused tardies and you will be notified if those become frequent. The office will 
also notify parents if their children have excessive absences and tardies, which may 
also result in a referral to attendance court. 
 
 

BICYCLES, ROLLER BLADES, SKATEBOARDS AND SCOOTERS 
 
Students may ride bicycles to school and use the bike rack provided on the playground.  It is recommended 
that children lock their bicycles.  Although we will supervise this area to the best of our ability, we cannot be 
responsible for damaged or stolen bicycles.  We recommend having your bicycles licensed with the Boise 
Police Department.  This is a great help if the bicycle is stolen.  Keep a personal record of the serial number 
and description of the bicycle.  Students may also ride roller blades, skateboards and scooters to school.  
Remember to caution your children to use extra care and watch carefully for traffic and other students.  

Students are reminded to walk their bicycles, scooters and skateboards on school 
grounds.  Students are asked to store their scooters and skateboards in the 
designated racks by the girls restroom in the basement.

Students are not allowed to have gum at school.  Candy sent as part of a student's lunch needs to be eaten in 
the lunchroom during his/her regular lunchtime.   
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We depend on parents’ good judgment to help children select appropriate dress for the school day.  We enjoy 
keeping up with the latest styles and fads, but we have found that the following guidelines help keep the 
school atmosphere free of distractions and comfortable for all individuals. Due to an abundance of 
foot and ankle injuries this past school year, we are strongly encouraging students to not 
wear flip flops or thong sandals to school.  We appreciate your assistance with this safety 
issue. 
¨  Shorts must be fingertip length and worn only in warmer weather. 
¨  Please do not wear muscle shirts, thin strap tank tops, or cropped tops. 
¨  Students are asked not to wear clothing with pictures or words that refer to alcohol, tobacco, or drugs or 

to ideas or acts that are obscene, lewd, indecent, or offensive. 
¨  Students may not wear pocket chains or jewelry chains that are of unusual length or size. 
¨  Boxer shorts and/or underwear will remain covered at all times. 
¨  Excessive “low riding” and baggy pants are distracting and are not allowed. 
¨  Hats are not to be worn in the building. 
¨  Clothing that has been identified as gang related may not be worn.

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It is our desire as educators to keep the lines of communication open with all parents.  Teachers will be 
sending homework with the students every week.  Please take time to go over each paper with your child so 
you will know what is being taught and how your child is progressing. If you have any questions or concerns 
regarding your student’s progress or classroom, please feel free to contact the classroom teacher and setup an 
appointment.  A weekly newsletter will be sent from the office each week to keep you informed about 
upcoming events, successes at school and other valuable information.  Encourage your child to make every 
effort to get the "Longfellow Voice" home each Friday.  Newsletters will also be posted weekly on 
Longfellow’s web site. 
 
Parent/Teacher Conferences are held in the fall on November 7th and 8th for Kindergarten and the evening of 
November 7th and all day and evening on November 8th for Grades 1-6.    You are welcome to request a 
conference or a visit with your child’s teacher at any time. 
 
Report cards will be sent home on January 25, April 4, and on the last day of school, June 5.

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The school nurse will be at Longfellow on regularly scheduled days.  An immunization record including 5 
DPT, 3 Polio, and 1 Measles, Mumps and Rubella (MMR) and 3 Hepatitis B immunizations are required for 
students in grades K-6 born after Nov. ‘91 and is recommended for students in all grades. 
 
Do not send your child to school with a fever, a contagious skin condition, or pink, watery eyes.  Head lice 
are a problem in all schools from time to time.  Please make a practice of routinely checking your child's 
hair, and notify the school if head lice are discovered.  The school nurse will provide you with instructions 
for treatment.  The student will need to stay home until they have been treated and all nits have been 
removed from the hair.  If head lice are discovered in your child's class, you should check  your child 
weekly for a period of three weeks.

During extremely cold or wet weather, children will be allowed inside. Generally this is when the outside 
temperature drops below 20 degrees .  If this happens before school, the playground supervisors will direct 
students into the gym to keep warm and dry.  During inside recesses, children will be allowed to stay in their 
classrooms.  The determination of when weather is cold or wet enough to keep children from getting fresh 
air and exercise will be the principal's decision, so please have your children dress appropriately for the 
weather.  The Boise School District also monitors air quality daily and Longfellow students are kept inside 
when appropriate according to the DEQ.

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If your child is injured at school, a responsible adult will administer first aid.   If necessary, you will be 
notified at the numbers you provide for us on your child’s enrollment form.  It is essential that we also have 
message and emergency numbers in case you cannot be reached.   If no one can be located and the situation 
becomes an emergency, your child will be taken to the doctor or emergency room of the hospital indicated on 
the enrollment form.  
 
Medications may be administered at school only if we have written permission from parents and only if they 
come in a prescription-labeled bottle.   We may administer aspirin or over-the-counter medications only with 
written permission from parents, and only from a properly labeled bottle sent by parents for this purpose.  All 
medications brought to school are to be kept in the nurse's office. If your child complains of being ill before 
school, please take his/her temperature and analyze complaints before sending him/her to school.  
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Even with the greatest precautions and the closest supervision, accidents can and do happen at school.  They 
are a fact of life and a part of the growing up process our children go through. 
 
Parents need to be aware of this and be prepared for possible medical expenses that may arise should their 
child be injured at school.  
 
The school district does not provide medical insurance to pay for medical expenses when students are injured 
at school.  This is the responsibility of the parents or legal guardians.  The district does make student medical 
insurance available to families for their individual purchase.  Brochures outlining the coverage and 
premiums are handed out at the beginning of the school year and are available at the school office.

All students are encouraged to respect the rights of others, give respect to others and take responsibility 
for their actions. 

 
·  Library fines are not charged. 
·  Lost or damaged books will be paid for at the current book price plus $1.00 for processing. 
·  Books requiring a new cover will be charged a $7.00 bindery fee. 
·  Students will not be allowed to check out a book if he/she has a past due book. 
·  Students are expected to read silently while in the library. 
·  Students will not be allowed to return to class for books or materials that they forget to bring.

Please read and discuss these Library procedures with your child.  We will also discuss them in the 
library.  
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Students who do not ride the bus are to leave the grounds as soon as they are dismissed.  Unless kept at 
school after normal dismissal time for a school activity, students are expected to go directly home.  
Playground supervision is not provided after school. 
 
When leaving during the school day, a student is to be signed out in the office by a parent or parent designee. 
 To reduce classroom disruptions and save parents' time, the office will have the student sent to the office.  
 
Students are required to have written permission from parents to leave the school grounds for any reason 
during the school day.  Students may leave to go to their own homes for lunch, but are not allowed to go to a 
friend’s house without permission.  Students must first check out at the office before leaving the school.  
Students must also check back into the office upon their return back to school.

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Lost clothing and lunch boxes are placed in the Lost and Found area in the gymnasium.  Children may look 
in this area to locate their belongings.  Please label the inside of your children’s clothing and lunch boxes. 
 
Smaller lost items are turned into the office and will be returned to the owner when identified.  Encourage 
your children to ask in the office about lost items.  If your child loses money or other valuables, he/she 
should check in the office and we will help out in any way we can.  Please be aware of what your child is 
bringing to school and discourage them from bringing valuables. 
 
Unclaimed lost and found items may be donated to charity four times a year.  This will be announced in the 
Longfellow Voice.

BREAKFAST  Cold cereal, toast, juice and milk are served each morning from 8:20-8:35. 
 
COLD LUNCH Bringing a cold lunch from home is a good option for anyone to whom the school's 

menu does not appeal.  Regular milk is 40 cents.  Chocolate milk is 50 cents, but is 
not offered every day. 
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HOT LUNCH  The Healthful Choice lunches that are offered each day consist of a choice of 3 

entrees, and a food bar with choices of fruits, vegetables, pasta and breads. 
 
LUNCH COUNT Longfellow's lunches are prepared at North Jr. High.  We take an exact count of 

everyone who will be eating and report this number to North Jr. High School by 9:15 
each day.  

 
We welcome parents and grandparents to join us for lunch.  It is very important, however, that you let us 
know by 9:00 that day so that you can be included in the lunch count. Students may deposit money into their 
lunch account in the cafeteria before school.

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Boise schools do not allow school district employees to administer any medication that does not come in the 
correct container.  The Idaho Board of Nursing does not allow Registered Nurses to administer medications 
that are not in the correct bottle or box.  If it is a prescription, it must be in the prescription bottle.  Your 
pharmacist will give you a second labeled bottle for school, if you ask.  We have forms in the office that 
parents need to fill out and sign regarding the prescription. 
 
Over-the-counter medication, including Tylenol or cough drops, must come in the correct bottle or box and 
show the dosage guidelines for that child’s age and weight.  We must have clear instructions from the parent, 
in writing, as to how to administer it.  Please include:  student name, name of medication, dosage, date(s), 
and time(s) to be given, and parent signature. 
 
Please include a spoon for dispensing, if it will be needed.  Also, liquid medications travel better if the bottle 
is put in a sealable baggie.  If half of a tablet is to be given, please break the pills before sending them to 
school.   
 
We are not able to give prescription or over-the-counter medicines that come in baggies, saran wrap, 
aluminum foil, envelopes, taped to a piece of paper, unlabeled prescription bottles, or other containers.  The 
purpose of this is to ensure the safety of the children and the people that are being asked to give the 
medication.  We are unable to give medicine that is over the allowed dosage on the bottle without a doctor’s 
prescription.  An example is giving a child, under 12 years of age, an extra-strength Tylenol or adult strength 
ibuprofen. 
 
Medication that is to be administered three times a day should be given at home.  (Before school, after school 
and before bedtime.) 
 
Inhalers need to be labeled with the child’s name, number of puffs and how often.  A doctor’s order or copy 
of the prescription label is also required.  Again, we cannot exceed the prescription dosage.  Please let us 
know if your child is carrying an inhaler.  We prefer to keep inhalers in the nurse’s office, but we can work 
with you on that. 
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To get a doctor’s order to us quickly, have the doctor or nurse FAX it to our nurse at Longfellow at 854-
5451.  If you have any questions regarding these procedures, please contact our nurse at 854-5450.

Beginning string and band instrument classes are offered for grades five and six. It should be understood that 
due to scheduling difficulties, students taking instrumental music classes might miss some regular classroom 
instruction or recess time. Therefore, the student may have classwork to complete later.  Vocal music classes 
are part of all students’ weekly schedule.

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PTO meetings will be held monthly in the school library. Notices of meeting dates and activities will be sent 
home.  All Longfellow parents are welcome.  Your input and suggestions are important and greatly 
appreciated!  This year we would like to encourage at least one parent representative from each classroom at 
the monthly meetings.   
 
Room Parents organize the treats for holiday parties.  We strongly urge parents to not send personal birthday 
invitations to be passed out at school.  Students who do not receive invitations feel hurt and embarrassed.

Please encourage your child to bring only those items listed on the supply list to school.  Students may 
not bring cassette/CD players, Ipods, MP3 players, pokemon cards, pocket video 
games, radios, beepers, cell phones or similar items to school.  Problems with loss, 
theft, and breakage to these expensive items led to this decision. 
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Personal sports equipment should be clearly labeled with your family name and brought only with parents’ 
consent.  There is no need to bring bats, as these are provided.  Students may bring personal mitts or softballs 
(not hardballs) to play catch. 
 

�
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Students are not allowed to eat or drink anything on the playground.  Lunch, juice, milk, etc. must be 
finished in the lunchroom before going outside. 
 
Playground supervisors are available to assist students with problems.  They are to be obeyed and treated 
with the same respect that is given to any other adult staff member.  Playground rules will be reviewed with 
each class.  We welcome parents to join us on the playground at any time.  Stop by the office for a visitor’s 
badge and be sure to log your volunteer hours. 

 
 
 

PROHIBITION OF WEAPONS 
 
The Boise School District has a "zero tolerance" for students who bring to school weapons or other 
objects/substances, which are a threat to the health and safety of others or are a disruption to the educational 
process.  Possession and/or use of these things at any elementary school or at any elementary school 
sponsored activity without prior permission of school officials will result in the following course of action: 
 
1. Notification of principal 
2. Investigation 
3. Notification of parents 
4. Possible notification of school resource officer 
5. Possible suspension (in-school or out-of-school) 
6. Determination with Director of Elementary Education if sufficient cause exists for referral to School 

Board for permanent expulsion 
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PROHIBITION OF ABUSIVE/OFFENSIVE LANGUAGE 
 

It is the policy of the Boise School District to maintain an atmosphere that is free from sexual harassment.  It 
is a violation of this policy for any employee of the District to harass a student or for any student to harass 
another student through conduct or communication of a sexual nature. 
 
In compliance with this policy, we adhere to strict enforcement of our rules forbidding improper language on 
the school grounds.  When students use language that is offensive and/or sexual in nature, parents will be 
notified and together we will decide on appropriate consequences.  It is our desire that no student or adult be 
subjected to language or harassment that makes him/her feel uncomfortable or unsafe. 
 

RULES 
 

Two principles govern the conduct rules in the Boise School District and Longfellow School.  First, behavior 
that is disruptive of the educational process is prohibited.  Second, conduct which infringes upon the rights 
and property of others is prohibited.  Students will be made aware of school rules and policies in several 
ways. Rules will be taught and reviewed in each classroom.  Rules will be reviewed at assemblies by the 
principal.  Rules will be sent home for parents to review with their children. 
 
Please refer to your copy of A Student’s Guide to Rights and Responsibilities (located in the student agendas 
provided by the Boise School District) for more specifics about rules and consequences. 
 

SAFETY 
 

Due to limited supervision early in the morning, students should arrive after 8:20, but before 8:40.   
 
Unless remaining at school for a school activity, students are expected to go directly home after 
dismissal.  Playground supervision is not provided after school. 
 
Select the safest route to school for your child and insist that it be followed.  Teach safety rules for walking 
and bicycle riding. 
 
Bus transportation is provided for students living 1.5 miles from the school or farther.  It is expected that bus 
riders will ride in a courteous, cooperative manner.  Unacceptable behavior is reported to the school by the 
driver of the school bus and may be cause for loss of the privilege to ride the bus. 
 
Students are to walk, not ride their bicycles, skateboards, roller blades or scooters when they are on 
school grounds. 
 
Trained 5th and 6th grade SAFETY PATROL members will assist students as they cross 9th Street at 
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Sherman and Ada and on 8th at Sherman.  Please remind your children to listen carefully to these 
safety patrol members.

We offer a wide range of special services to help meet your child’s needs.  The following are available and 
can be reached by calling us at 854-5450:  counselor, psychologist, nurse, speech and hearing specialist, 
learning disabilities teacher, reading specialists and gifted and talented facilitator.  We welcome your 
questions and concerns about any aspect of your child’s education.  Contact the principal if you would like to 
discuss these at any time.

TELEPHONE CALLS �
 
Children will not be permitted to take phone calls except in an extreme emergency. Please leave necessary 
messages with the secretary, who will see that they are delivered to the children. Children generally are 
not allowed to call home to ask permission to stay for previously scheduled after-school activities or to 
visit friends.  Your child must assume responsibility for making these arrangements with you before 
coming to school. 
 

TESTING 
 
A variety of testing measures will be used throughout the school year to provide specific data on the 
students at Longfellow.  We will carefully examine this data to assist us as we meet the needs of the 
students. This data will also be made available to parents.  Please feel free to contact the school if you 
need assistance interpreting this data.   We are committed to ensure student success for all students at 
Longfellow! 
 
Idaho Reading Indicator: To ensure that all children master the skills they need to become successful 
readers, Idaho Law requires that every student from kindergarten to third grade be tested twice each year.  
Students in the Boise School District are tested three times a year.  (September, January, and May) 
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Direct Writing Assessment (DWA) is administered annually to all Idaho public school students in grade 
5.  Students are provided with a prompt, and are given 75 minutes to write in response to the prompt.   
 
Direct Math Assessment (DMA) is administered annually to all Idaho public school students in grades 4 
and 6.   
 
ISAT Tests will be given in the fall (September-October) and spring (April-May) according to State 
Board of Education design.  These computerized tests will be given to grades 3-6 and will include Math, 
Reading and Language Usage.   
 
 
 

VISITORS�
 
Parents are welcome to visit the school and your son/daughter’s classroom anytime.  A phone call ahead of 
time is not essential, but does make sure that the time you spend with the teacher or in the classroom meets 
your needs.  All visitors, including parents and volunteers, must sign in at the office and wear a visitor's 
badge.  This will enable us to provide a safe school by knowing who is in the building at all times. School 
age friends and relatives are not allowed to come to school and be part of the classroom, even for short 
periods.  If you have concerns or questions about these policies, please contact the principal. 
 
 

VOLUNTEERS 
 

The children at Longfellow School need your help!  When parents, families, and community 
members get involved with schools, all children benefit.  Research strongly supports parental involvement in 
the education of children and indicates that it is a key factor in children’s success at school. We encourage 
you to become an active partner in your child’s education.  A large number of people volunteered their time 
last year.  Many hours of volunteer time were contributed to the success of many programs and projects at 
Longfellow.
